A Woman with Epilepsy..

Anxiety was writ large on the face of the mother as, she ushered in her twelve
year old daughter into my OPD chamber. "Doctor, my child became unconscious
this morning after awakening and remained unconscious for one or two hours!"
she started off even before she sat down. Once | could calm her down, the
detailed story of her daughter having a seizure for acouple of minutes emerged,
followed by postictal drowsiness for about twenty minutes. Nowhere does the
adage "time is relative" fit best as in the case of & parent witnessing a seizure in a
child. The daughter also had a previous episode of unconsciousness in school a
couple of months earlier which was over looked. There was a strong family
history. The diagnosis was evident. The girl had epilepsy. Counselling and
treatment were started accordingly and the child did well over the years,now
maturing into a beautiful young career women contemplating tying the knot soon.

All people with epilepsy merit equal attention and care. But within this group
there are certain sub groups that merit more attention due to the unique
problems they face due to gender and age differences. When we start treatment
of a young girl, we need to keep in mind the fact that we have a potential future
mother capable of and deserving to live a healthy married life and raise healthy
children. The other unique feature is the occurrence of seizures in and around the
time of menstruation each month, called catamenial epilepsy. The choice of
drugs and the addition of certain supplements by the doctors are mandated by
these unique features and deserve special attention.

While building a career, the advice offered to all remain the same - avoiding sleep
loss as much as possible and avoiding some careers which may put the person in
physical danger in case a seizure occurs, for example, while working heavy
machineries, driving commercial vehicles, fiying etc. An added precaution for
women (and men too) should be to work in the kitchen only when someone else is
present at home. There are no dearth of women sustaining burns while working in
the kitchen when alone. As middle and old age dawns, women with epilepsy face
added adversities such as osteopenia and other medical problens which will also
merit careful choice of medications.

As a young lady reaches the age of marriage, adequate counselling should be
done regarding revealing the diagnosis to the would-be spouse and involving
them in the activecare of the woman. The message that these women are as
normal as any other person andcan live a happy and fulfilling life should be
strongly sent out to the society, especially one rooted in superstitions.
